Official Rules

1. Only one picture per pet and one group picture.

2. Send pet pictures only; no humans will appear in the calendar.

3. Unaltered, high resolution (300 dpi or greater) digital images preferred.  

4. Print photo submissions should be in color, between 4x6 and 8x10 in size, and printed in high resolution on high quality glossy photo paper. Do not write on the back of photo.

5. No black and white or Polaroid pictures.

6. Photos become the property of ARF and cannot be returned.  Your photo(s) may be used in other ARF promotions.

7. ARF must have written permission of the photographer to reprint professional photos.

8. Mail print or CD entries with their forms to: Pet Calendar, ARF, P. O. Box 1032, Milledgeville, GA 31059 or drop off to ARF at 711 S. Wilkinson Street, Milledgeville, GA.

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 Tips for Successful Photos

1. Eliminate Red-Eye – shoot without a flash or use camera’s red-eye reduction feature.  If flash is needed, snap picture when pet is not looking directly at you

2. Dark/light Animals – black pets need lots of light to bring out their features and details.  Take your photos outdoors or in a well-lit room. Always use a flash with photographing dark-coated pets, but avoid flash with light colored pets.

3. Angle – don’t look down on your subject;  take the photograph from your pet’s level

4. Close-ups– the most effective way to improve photos is to get your camera close. Try a headshot that fills the viewfinder.

5. Location - Keep the background simple and uncluttered so as not to distract from the focus of the picture—your pet.

The Model 

1. Make sure your pet is content and comfortable; let her channel the inner diva. 

2. Take the picture with your pet’s safety in mind—don’t try anything that is dangerous just for creativity’s sake. 

3. The animal should be in a neutral, humane setting looking at the camera, preferably at eye level. 

4. An assistant can help keep your animal still so that you can focus on taking a winning photo. This will also keep you from getting impatient with your subject.
